Topic: New Generation Photogrammetry-Using unmanned aerial vehicle (UAV)

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A seminar organized by the HKIES on a topic of “New Generation Photogrammetry – Using unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UAV)” was successfully held on 24th October 2011. The speaker, Mr. B.J. Mak, who is the Managing Director for DimOrient Limited, Director for V Mode Limited and COD of Lao Champa Internet Con Ltd., introduced the UAV system.
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As a whole, unmanned aerial vehicle UAV can be classified into three different types: fixed wing, rotate wing and no wing. Among them, no wing UAV will be more suitable for developing countries. This is because the operation cost is much lower than the others. Based on the case in Lao, no wing Blimp type UAV for low elevation aerial photo capturing was being discussed and explained in detail.
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Blimp type UAV is more cost effective to   purchase and easy to operate than the fixed or rotate wing types. Its low elevation flight results in higher resolution photos when compared with satellite images. 
Unfortunately, this type of system is not suitable for use in some places where skyscrapers are all around. Therefore, implementation in Hong Kong seems not feasible.
